SECRETS OF SHARING
Sharing Accommodation can be great fun or can be a nightmare – here are some guidelines/rules that can be used by the Share leader to make living together more enjoyable.  These are just suggestions:
(1) Eating each others food - One of the biggest no nos

Try appointing 1 person to manage a budget and create a money/food jar which he/she only keeps.  Each person puts in $50.00 per week for food and the keeper buys the food weekly from a list on the frig.  He or she receives a $10 bonus for the job, then all food belongs to all.  If one eats more then they should contribute more.

(2) Electricity

Manager share person collecrts $5 per person per week and pays electricity every  month for all less bonus $10 for themselves.

(3) Bonds

Each incoming ‘sharer’ must pay a bond of about 1 week’s share rent amount to share manager.  On departure expect only about half back.
(4) Visitors and Freeloaders

The rule should be that no visitors may stay overnight.  They will eat your food and steal items and if one stays then you could have 4 staying, eating and stealing.  A good rule to make in the interests of all.

(5) Toiletries

You can’t share your toiletries so keep a bath bag with your own soap, shampoos, towels etc. for your personal use.

(6) Cars, Bikes etc.

Do not lend valuable items to anyone.

(7) Security of Items

Buy a petty cash tin with a key and keep all your money, jewellery and valuables in it and hidden.  If you leave items around you will lose them.  We will hold items in our safe for you if you wish for $10 per month.

(8) Furniture

If you need to buy items we would suggest you can buy new at half price at local auction rooms.  Online Lloydsauctions.com.au shows all items offered for auction weekly on Monday mornings.
(9) Music & TV

Your kind of music may not suit your flatmates so keep music in your room and don’t let the volume annoy your flatmate by day or night.

It’s a good idea for the share manager to have a simple written agreement with these and other rules detailed.

(10) Gold Coast Beaches

All beaches belong to the people and are free for you to use.  Be careful in the water.  Surf can be dangerous.  Surf/swim where you see lifesavers.  Topless and nude bathing is not permitted.
